BLOCK GRANT FUNDING

WATER/SEWER

RESOLUTION

JANUARY 20, 2015

WHEREAS, a portion of the water and sewer use fees may be deductible on taxpayers income tax returns, and

WHEREAS, a portion that is deductible is the amount used for maintenance or repair or for the purpose of meeting interest charges with respect to such benefits;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that for the purpose of income tax deduction, 93% of the water fee and 93% of the sewer fee have been allocated for interest and maintenance for the year 2014.

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the Village of Gouverneur from time to time receives permits from the Department of Transportation (DOT) to temporarily obstruct, install, construct, maintain, operate or replace any facilities within the bounds of a State highway right-of-way, and

WHEREAS, the Village is required by NYSDOT to indemnify or hold harmless agencies and/or officials of the State of New York for such temporary obstructions, installations, construction or maintenance,  


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Ronald P. McDougall, in the capacity as Mayor of the Village of Gouverneur, is authorized to execute the Undertaking in Connection With Highway Permits Issued by NYSDOT agreement.

Trustee Washburn made a motion to renew the Water Filtration Plant BAN in the amount of $180,000.  Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee Newvine made a motion authorize payment of the January 2015 audited bills in the amount of:  General Fund - $108,431.28, Community Development - $774.47, Water Fund - $49,071.51, Electric Fund - $5,056.36, Sewer Fund - $41,095.53, Capital Projects - $17,634.98,  NYS Home Program - $32,684.00, Escrow/Homeowners - $14,074.00.  Trustee Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried.
