 Mayor McDougall gave the Board and public an update on what is going on in the Village.

Mayor McDougall stated that the board has all the department’s monthly reports and asked the board if they had any questions for the Department Heads.  
Trustee Besaw   made a motion to authorize Mayor McDougall to sign the following agreements:  Reading Room - $5,000.00/ Historical Association - $1,464.53/ Senior Citizens - $703.06/ Cemetery Association-$3,312.24/Gouverneur Rescue Squad - $25,776.97/Gouverneur Fire Department - $123,024.40 and  Riverview Park - $5,000.00  Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried. 

Trustee Besaw  made a motion to approve the $2.00 second notice fee for Village Taxes.  Trustee Simons-Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried. 

Trustee Newvine made a motion to authorize the Chief to submit a bid to the County for the surplus police vehicle.         Trustee Besaw  seconded the motion and   it was carried.
Trustee Newvine made a motion to award the Memorial Arch bid to DB Masonry  in the amount of $30,500.00  Trustee Besaw seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee Besaw made a motion to approve Juneteenth as a holiday for all full time village employees.       Trustee Simons-Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried.

WILSON & SMITH STREET COLLECTION SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS

LEAD AGENCY

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the Village Board of the Village of Gouverneur intends to undertake an improvement project known as Village of Gouverneur Wilson and Smith Street Collection System Improvements, and


WHEREAS, in conjunction with said project, the Village plans for the construction of new 8” PVC sewer mains with 4” and 6” PVC laterals, new manholes, and new catch basins along Wilson Street, Smith Street, Johnstown Road, and a portion of NYS Route 11, and


WHEREAS, the Village Board has received a long Environmental Assessment Form, Part I, which is dated June 21, 2022, and


WHEREAS, the Village Board of the Village of Gouverneur wishes to act as lead agency in this matter and conduct a coordinated review under the State Environmental Review Act, 


NOW THEREFORE BE IT 
RESOLVED, that the Village Board of the Village of Gouverneur does hereby request that it be designated as lead agency for the purpose of performing environmental review on the project, and it is further


RESOLVED, the Environmental Assessment Form be circulated to all other involved agencies to seek their approval of the Village as lead agency in order to conduct a coordinated review of the project.

RESOLUTION DESIGNATING A SECTION 3 OFFICER

FOR THE VILLAGE OF GOUVERNEUR


WHEREAS, the Village of Gouverneur is a recipient of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding through the United States Department of Homes and Community Renewal, administered by the New York State Governor’s Office for Small Cities; and


WHEREAS, the rules and regulations governing the Community Development Block Program require that the Village be responsible for ensuring compliance with Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968, as amended, including the appointment of a Section 3 Officer to review and/or oversee compliance; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, that Barbara A. Finnie, Village Clerk/Treasurer shall be designated as the Section 3 Officer for the Village of Gouverneur for the 2022-2023 Budget year and consecutive years where applicable.  This duty shall be paid an additional $1.50 per hour; and be it further 


RESOLVED, that the position of Section 3 Officer shall be renewed annually.


RESOLVED, that the Village Board may, on its own initiative or on petition, amend, supplement, or repeal the provisions of this resolution in conformity with applicable rules and regulations and in their interpretation and application, the provisions of this resolution shall be held to be minimum requirements, adopted for the promotion of the public health, morals, safety, or the general welfare. Whenever the requirements of this resolution are at variance with the requirements of any other lawfully adopted rules, regulations, or ordinances, the most restrictive, or that imposing the highest standards, shall govern; and be it further


RESOLVED, that this Resolution shall take effect immediately.


Motion made by Trustee Newvine, seconded by Trustee Besaw and carried. 

Mayor McDougall read the following Resolution:

RESOLUTION DESIGNATING A LABOR STANDARDS OFFICER

FOR THE VILLAGE OF GOUVERNEUR


WHEREAS, the Village of Gouverneur is a recipient of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding through the United States Department of Homes and Community Renewal, administered by the New York State Governor’s Office for Small Cities; and


WHEREAS, the rules and regulations governing the Community Development Block Program require that the Village to be responsible for ensuring compliance with Davis Bacon and Related Labor Standards Acts including the appointment of a Labor Standards Officer to review and/or oversee compliance; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, that Kristina L. Ayen, Deputy Village Clerk/Treasurer  shall be designated as the Labor Standards Officer for the Village of Gouverneur  for the 2022-2023 Budget year and consecutive years where applicable.  This duty shall be paid an additional $1.50 per hour; and be it further 


RESOLVED, that the position of Labor Standards Officer shall be renewed annually.


RESOLVED, that the Village Board may, on its own initiative or on petition, amend, supplement, or repeal the provisions of this resolution in conformity with applicable rules and regulations and in their interpretation and application, the provisions of this resolution shall be held to be minimum requirements, adopted for the promotion of the public health, morals, safety, or the general welfare. Whenever the requirements of this resolution are at variance with the requirements of any other lawfully adopted rules, regulations, or ordinances, the most restrictive, or that imposing the highest standards, shall govern; and be it further


RESOLVED, that this Resolution shall take effect immediately.


Motion made by Trustee Besaw, seconded by Trustee Simons-Washburn and carried. 


Trustee Besaw made a motion to purchase the Water Level Monitoring System for Hydro Plant from Aqua Logics in the amount of $29,380.  Trustee Simons-Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried.

VILLAGE OF GOUVERNEUR 

RESOLUTION

ESTABLISHING A MEMORIAL PLAYGROUND 

RESERVE FUND

RESOLVED, that pursuant to Section 6-c of the General Municipal Law, as amended, there is hereby established a capital reserve fund to be known as the “ Memorial Playground Reserve Fund. The purpose of this Reserve Fund is to accumulate moneys to finance the cost of a type of Playground equipment. The type of equipment to be financed from the Reserve Fund  for the construction  of  a Children’s’ Playground.     

The chief fiscal officer is hereby directed to deposit and secure the moneys of this Reserve Fund in the manner provided by Section 10 of the General Municipal Law. The Clerk/Treasurer may invest the moneys in the Reserve Fund in the manner provided by Section 11 of the General Municipal Law, and consistent with the investment policy of the  Village of Gouverneur. Any interest earned or capital gains realized on the moneys so deposited or invested shall accrue to and become part of the Reserve Fund. The chief fiscal officer shall account for the Reserve Fund in a manner which maintains the separate identity of the Reserve Fund and shows the date and amount of each sum paid into the fund, interest earned by the fund, capital gains or losses resulting from the sale of investments of the fund, the amount and date of each withdrawal from the fund and the total assets of the fund, showing cash balance and a schedule of investments, and shall, at the end of each fiscal year, render to the Board a detailed report of the operation and condition of the Reserve Fund. 

Except as otherwise provided by law, expenditures from this Reserve Fund shall be made only for the purpose for which the Reserve Fund is established. No expenditure shall be made from this Reserve Fund without the approval of this governing board and such additional actions or proceedings as may be required by Section 6-c  of the General Municipal Law and any other law.
