The Mayor may increase this local match through the use of in-kind services without further approval from the Village of Gouverneur.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village Board of the Village of Gouverneur hereby determines that the CWSRF Engineering Planning Grant is a Type II action in accordance with 6 NYCRR Section 617.5 (C) 18, information collection including data collection and research, water quality and pollution studies, traffic counts, engineering reports, surveys, subsurface investigations and soil studies that do not commit the agency to undertake, fund or approve any Type 1 or unlisted action. These actions have been determined not to have a significant impact on the environment or are otherwise precluded from environmental review under Environmental Conservation Law, article 8.  The actions identified in subdivision (2) of this section apply to all agencies.
