Mayor McDougall gave the Board and public an update on  WWTF Covid 19 data  and  what is going on in the Village.

Trustee Newvine made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 18, 2023  Regular Board meeting.      Trustee Simons-Washburn seconded the motion and   it was carried.

Mayor McDougall stated that the board has all the department’s monthly reports and asked the board if they had any questions for the Department Heads.  

Trustee Besaw made a motion to accept 3 checks and $100 cash from the Bandstand Committee which the Village is not a part of and give to the Chief fiscal officer to be deposited in to a Trust Fund earmarked for Village Park Bandstand/gazebo.  Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried. 

 Trustee Newvine made a motion to accept the bid from Backyard Showcase for a 28” Octagon Cedar Gazebo in the amount of $50,468.92.  Trustee  Besaw  seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee Simons-Washburn made a motion to appoint Glen Besaw as a part-time Property Maintenance Employee for $20.00 hour 10 hours a week and will be paid by voucher on a monthly basis and will receive a 1099 at year end.     Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried.
Trustee Besaw made a motion to approve the closing of Church Street for the Antiques in the Park on August 26, 2023 and the Flag Day Parade and Arts in the Park on June 10, 2023.  Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee   Newvine made a motion to advertise for paving bids.     Trustee Besaw seconded the motion and it was carried. 

Trustee Newvine made a motion to approve Chief Greenhills request to carry over 63.5 vacation hours to be used by July 31, 223.  Trustee Simons-Washburn seconded the motion  and it was carried.  
Trustee Newvine made a motion to advertise for a laborer position in the Department of Public Works.  Trustee Besaw  seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee Newvine made a motion to accept MARW Landscaping bid of $165.00 for each occurrence for the 2023 mowing season.    Trustee Newvine seconded the motion  and it was carried.
Trustee Besaw made a motion to accept Terry Bango II as part-time dispatcher effective immediately with regret.  Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried. 

 Trustee Newvine made a motion hire Public Sector HR Consultants to develop and implement an Employee Handbook and to authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement.  Trustee Besaw   seconded the motion and it was carried.

WHEREAS, both the  Village of Gouverneur and the Town of Gouverneur are desirous of promoting partnering efforts for the safety of the traveling public in St. Lawrence County, and 

WHEREAS, in this joint cooperative endeavor the Village of Gouverneur and the Town of Gouverneur
 desires to be reimbursed for their expenditures through shared services, and


WHEREAS, the  Village of Gouverneur is aware that the Town  of Gouverneur may incur liability in the providing of the services and wishes to indemnify the Town of Gouverneur in this regard, 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that to the fullest extent permitted by law, the
  Village of Gouverneur  will indemnify and hold harmless the Town of Gouverneur, their officers, directors, partners, representatives, agents and employees from and against any and all claims, suits, liens, judgments, damages, losses and expenses, including legal fees and all court costs and liability (including statutory liability) arising in whole or in part and in any manner from injury and/or death of person or damage to or loss of any property relating to or arising out of any negligent or intentional acts and/or omissions of the Village of Gouverneur or any of its directors, officers, employees, contractors, representatives, or agents.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the following request for General Liability (GL) coverage is as follows:

General Liability Insurance

On an “Occurrence” basis, with the following limits:

$1,000,000  Each Occurrence

$3,000,000  General Aggregate

$1,000,000  Products Aggregate

$1,000,000  Personal Injury

$     50,000  Fire Damage Legal Liability

$       5,000  Medical Payment Expense


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town of Gouverneur shall be an additional insured on the GL Policy, via ISO endorsement CG 2026.
