Trustee Newvine made a motion to authorize payment for the 2014-2015 contract with the Cemetery Association.  Trustee LaPierre seconded the motion and it was carried.


Trustee Lawrence made a motion to authorize payment for the 2014-2015 contract with the Historical Association.  Trustee Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried.


Trustee Newvine made a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the Gouverneur Central School Tax Collection Agreement with the four changes that were suggested by Village Attorney, Henry Leader.  Trustee Lawrence seconded the motion and it was carried.

RESOLUTION TO ESTABLISH A REVOLVING FUND

FOR CONTRACTOR PAYMENTS AND TO AUTHORIZE

A LOAN FROM THE LOAN REPAYMENT ACCOUNT

AUGUST 19, 2014

WHEREAS, the Village of Gouverneur is administering a local housing improvement program with federal and state funds that were received in 2012 under the HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME funding); and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to assure timely payments to local contractors who complete the work under that program; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Gouverneur has collected funds from the repayment of loans that were made with previous federal and state funding and those funds can be used for eligible local community development activities:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, a revolving fund has been established to assure timely payments to private contractors who are hired by eligible property owners who complete improvements on their residential properties under a local housing improvement program. Funds will be advanced from this fund after Village Board approval of each contractor payment and those funds will be recovered when HOME funds are received from the state for each contractor payment.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, an additional sum of $50,000 will be advanced from the revolving loan fund that was established for the 1992 CDBG program to capitalize this new revolving fund and that advance, together with any interest that may be earned on those funds, will be returned to the revolving loan fund when those funds are no longer needed for the purpose outlined in this resolution.


Trustee Newvine made a motion to approve the above resolution.  Trustee Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried.


Trustee Newvine made a motion to appoint Danny Forbes as Department of Public Works Superintendent effective August 20, 2014 with the budgeted salary of $49,939.20.  Trustee LaPierre seconded the motion and it was carried.


Trustee Lawrence made a motion to authorize Chief of Police Laurina Greenhill to canvass the current Civil Service list for a new patrolman.  Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried.

WHEREAS,  When New York City was attacked on September 11, 2001, soldiers from the Northeast’s largest military post, Fort Drum in Northern New York, answered their country’s call by leading the American  response against the Al-Qaeda terrorists responsible for the murder of over 3,000 civilians at the Twin Towers; and


WHEREAS, Since its reactivation in 1985, the 10th Mountain Division has been the most deployed unit in the U.S. Army, repeatedly serving as the point of the spear when America has sent troops into harm’s way, and  


WHEREAS, Today, the Army is proposing troop reductions that could mean significant cuts at Fort Drum, the North Country’s leading economic engine and one of America’s premier fighting forces; and  


WHEREAS, the members of the Village of Gouverneur Board of Trustees believe that Fort Drum’s 37,000 soldiers and family members, 3,895 civilian employees, $1.2 billion annual payroll and $1.4 billion annual economic impact are essential to the future prosperity and success of the North Country, as well as the long-term security of the United State of America; and


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that we, as citizens of New York State, wish to show our support for the men and women of Fort Drum who have earned our respect and support by repeatedly going into harm’s way to protect our American way of life; and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED  that as residents of the Empire State, we are proud to join in standing up for the 10th Mountain Division and Fort Drum, and urge the Army and our military leader to reject any reductions in troop strength or operations at this vital post.  


Motion made by Trustee Newvine, seconded by Trustee Washburn and carried unanimously.

Trustee Lawrence made a motion for the Department of Public works to pursue cleanup at 374 East Main Street with the Town of Gouverneur and the DEC.  Trustee LaPierre seconded the motion and it was carried.


Trustee Newvine made a motion authorize payment of the August 2014 audited bills in the amount of:  General Fund - $79,013.88, Water Fund - $94,803.97, Electric Fund - $12000.83, Sewer Fund - $41,857.68, NYS Home Program - $3708.10, Capital Projects - $29,247.30, Trust Fund - $350.00.
