RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING SUBMISSION OF AN

APPLICATION FOR 2014 FUNDING UNDER THE 


NYS COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT


BLOCK GRANT FUNDING

FEBRUARY 17, 2017

WHEREAS, federal and state grants are available through the NYS Office of Community Renewal to support local housing related activities which are undertaken by eligible municipalities; and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Gouverneur is eligible to apply for such funding in the 2014 application round; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees has determined that such funding should be used to support the local housing rehabilitation program; and 


WHEREAS, this proposal has been considered at a public hearing that was conducted by the Village Board on February 17, 2015;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Mayor is authorized to sign and submit a grant application for consideration in the competition for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding;


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Mayor is authorized to sign all agreements, certifications and other documents required to complete the applications and to accept a grant and administer the program that is proposed for this funding.

ADOPTION OF THE

STATE OF NEW YORK

DEFERRED COMPENSATION PLAN  

   RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, the Village of Gouverneur wishes to adopt the Deferred Compensation Plan for Employees of the State of New York and Other Participating Public Jurisdictions (the “Plan”) for voluntary participation of all eligible employees; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Gouverneur is a local public employer eligible to adopt the Plan pursuant to Section 5 of the State Finance Law* and

WHEREAS, the Village of Gouverneur has reviewed the Plan established in accordance with Section 457 of the Internal Revenue Code and Section 5 of the State Finance Law  of the State of New York; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the Plan is to encourage employees to make and continue careers with the Village of Gouverneur by providing eligible employees with a convenient and tax-favored method of saving on a regular and long-term basis and thereby provide for their retirement;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that the Village of Gouverneur hereby adopts the Plan for the voluntary participation of all eligible employees; and 

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Mayor of the Village of Gouverneur is hereby authorized to take such action by entering into an  agreement as required or necessary for the adoption, implementation, and maintenance of the Plan; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Administrative Services Agency is hereby authorized to file a copy of this resolution and other required documents with the President of the State of New York Civil Service Commission.   


Motion made by Trustee Newvine, seconded by Trustee Washburn and carried.

*A local public employer eligible to adopt the Plan pursuant to Section 5 of the State Finance Law includes: a county, city, town, village or other political subdivision as defined in Section 131 of the retirement and Social Security law or civil division of the State, a school district or other governmental entity operating a public school, college, or university; a public improvement or special district, a public authority, commission, or public benefit corporation; or any other  public corporation, agency or instrumentality or unit of government which exercises governmental powers under the laws of the State. 

Trustee Newvine made a motion to write off the books Antonio Doganis Community Development Loans, CD2000 in the amount of $96,249.90 and CD1999 in the amount of $36,666.30.  Trustee Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee Newvine made a motion to approve the additional funds in the amount of $19,528.00, $6,297.38 from the recapture money and $13,230.62 from the revolving loan funds for Community Development Program project at 94 West Main Street.  Trustee Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee Lawrence made a motion to accept SEQR Part II for the Disinfection Project.  Trustee Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee Newvine made a motion not to exceed the 2015-2016 Tax Cap.  Trustee Lawrence seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee Newvine made a motion authorize payment of the February 2015 audited bills in the amount of:  General Fund - $104,439.87, Community Development - $4,325.36, Water Fund - $54,157.65, Electric Fund - $1,642.10, Sewer Fund - $35,901.33, NYS Home Program - $9,700.00, Trust & Agency - $456.25.  Trustee Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried.
