New Business

SEWER FUND/CAPITAL PROJECTS

BUDGET  AMENDMENT

RESOLUTION

FEBRUARY 18, 2014


WHEREAS, the Wastewater Treatment Facility Project short term loan has been converted into long term financing which means that all revenue and expenditures have been accounted for; and 


WHEREAS, the Capital Projects Fund borrowed $341,682.03 from the Sewer Fund for the liner that needed replacing during the project construction and would be repaid back if money was left over from the project; and


WHEREAS, due to the fact that the project came in over budget because of the replacement of the liner no additional monies were left to reimburse the Sewer Fund.  


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village Board authorizes the Deputy Clerk/ Treasurer to amend the Sewer Fund and Capital Projects budgets   to reflect a decrease in G391 Due from Other Funds and H630 Due to Other Funds.


Trustee Lawrence made a motion to approve the above resolution.  Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried.

RESOLUTION

FEBRUARY 18, 2014


WHEREAS, the Village of Gouverneur  established this  account several years ago for the purpose of community wide activities associated with Riverfest/Winterfest, and


WHEREAS, the cash balance in the account as of February 18, 2014   is $345.42, and


WHEREAS, it is necessary for the Board to authorize the expenditure of monies from this account, and 


WHEREAS, the Village needs to approve an expenditure to purchase supplies for the  community wide activities at the Recreation Center and Mills Park to be held on February 21st and 22nd and sponsored by the Gouverneur Recreation Department;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Village of Gouverneur Board of Trustees that the expenditure from this Riverfest/Winterfest in the amount of $345.42 be approved.

Trustee Lawrence made a motion to approve the above resolution.  Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried.


Trustee Newvine made a motion not to exceed the amount of the tax cap.  Trustee Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried.


Trustee Newvine made a motion authorize payment of the February 2014 audited bills in the amount of:  General Fund - $51,113.96, Water Fund - $29,223.26, Electric Fund - $5,227.94, Sewer Fund - $59,649.63, NYS Home Program - $52,513.60, Escrow/Homeowners - $5,250.00.  Trustee Lawrence seconded the motion and it was carried.

She tried to submit a hospital bill for her son’s injuries to the Mayor and Board, the Mayor declined to accept said bill without legal counsel and had no comment regarding this alleged incident.
