WHEREAS, the attached sheet and made part of these minutes indicates the bids received for each chemical;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Village of Gouverneur Board of Trustees that the low bid is accepted for each chemical for this year’s chemical requirements at the Gouverneur Filtration Plant.

Trustee Newvine made a motion to accept 24 checks from the Bandstand Committee which the Village is not a part of and give to the Chief fiscal officer to be deposited in to a Trust Fund earmarked for Village Park Bandstand/gazebo.  Trustee Besaw seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee  Newvine made a motion to hire Bernier Carr & Associates for  our Water system improvement study.  Trustee Besaw seconded the motion and it was carried. 

Trustee Newvine made a motion to adopt a language English Proficiency Plan.  Trustee McAdam seconded the motion  and it was carried.

TO AUTHORIZE THE ACCEPTANCE AND ADOPTION OF THE
MULTI-JURISDICTIONAL HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN UPDATE FOR
ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY, NEW YORK

WHEREAS, the St. Lawrence County Office of Emergency Services, with assistance from Barton & Loguidice, D.P.C., has gathered information and prepared the Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan Update for St. Lawrence County, New York; and 


WHEREAS, the Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan Update for St. Lawrence County, New York has been prepared in accordance with the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 and Title 44 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Part 201; and 

WHEREAS, Title 44 CFR, Chapter 1, Part 201.6(c)(5) requires each local government participating in the preparation of a Multi-Jurisdictional Mitigation Plan or Plan Update to accept and adopt such plan; and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Gouverneur has reviewed the 2022 St.  Lawrence County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan Update, has found the document to be acceptable, and as a local unit of government, has afforded its citizens an opportunity to comment and provide input regarding the Plan Update and the actions included in the Plan; 

WHEREAS, the Village  of Gouverneur will consider the St. Lawrence County HMP Update during the implementation and updating of local planning mechanisms, and will incorporate the hazard assessment data, hazard vulnerabilities, and mitigation actions in these mechanisms, where applicable; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Gouverneur, is a participating jurisdiction, adopts the Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan Update for St. Lawrence County, New York, dated July 2022.   This resolution was thereupon declared duly adopted on March 21, 2023. 


Trustee Newvine made a motion to approve the above resolution.  Trustee Besaw seconded the motion and it was carried.
Trustee Simons-Washburn made a motion to accept the tentative agreement between the Clerical Association.  Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried.  
Trustee Besaw made a motion to advertise for lawn care/mowing bids.  Trustee McAdam seconded the motion and it was carried. 
Trustee Besaw made a motion to schedule budget workshops  for March 23, 2023  at 4:00 p.m.  Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried. 

Trustee Newvine made a motion not to exceed the Tax cap for fiscal year 2023-2024.  Trustee Besaw seconded the motion and it was carried. 

Trustee Besaw made a motion to schedule a Public hearing for the 2023-2024 Budget on April 6, 2023 at 4:00 p.m.  Trustee McAdam seconded the motion and it was carried.            

Trustee Besaw made a motion to schedule a Special board meeting on April 6, 2023 immediately following budget hearing.  Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee Besaw made a motion to authorize payment of all the March bills.  The total amount for each fund is: General Fund – $72,585.75,  Electric Fund - $296.59,  Water Fund - $32,682.80,  Sewer Fund - $31,723.63 and Trust Fund – 4,717.50.  Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried.
