RESOLVED, the Village of Gouverneur will take all reasonable efforts to complete an Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) in accordance with the law.

WHEREAS, grant funds have been received from the NYS Office of Community Renewal to build a new Community Center in cooperation with the Town of Gouverneur; and 


WHEREAS, a local committee has been organized to guide the process of designing and building the Gouverneur Community Center; and 


WHEREAS, a Request For Qualifications (RFQ) was issued on February 11, 2014 to begin the process of selecting an architect for this project; and 


WHEREAS, proposals were received from seven companies in response to that RFQ and four companies were selected for interviews, which were conducted on March 25, 2014; and 


WHEREAS, after due consideration, the Community Center Committee has recommended that Brooks Washburn, Architect be retained for this project; now therefore 


BE IT RESOLVED, the Mayor is authorized to sign a contract with Brooks Washburn, 

Architect for design services required for the Gouverneur Community Center subject to approval by the Supervisor of the Town of Gouverneur, which has assumed lead agency status for this project.

WHEREAS, grant funds are available from the New York State Office of Community Renewal to support downtown revitalization efforts that will stimulate reinvestment in mixed-use buildings in order to address issues of code compliance, energy conservation and accessibility and to provide affordable housing and job opportunities in downtown “main street” areas; and


WHEREAS, The Gouverneur Area Development Corporation has proposed a program to support facade improvements and create new apartments on the upper floors of commercial buildings in downtown Gouverneur; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED, the Board of Trustees of the Village of Gouverneur gives its full support to the proposed project and the application that will be submitted by the Gouverneur Area Development Corporation for funding under the New York Main Street Program; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the village will provide additional financing with CDBG and HOME funding to the extent those resources are available as required to create new apartments on the upper floors of downtown commercial buildings under the Main Street Revitalization Program in Gouverneur.
