Trustee Newvine made a motion to authorize a survey at 45 Austin Street.  Trustee Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee Newvine made a motion authorize payment of the October 2013 audited bills in the amount of:  General Fund - $87,975.44, Water Fund - $28,059.20, Electric Fund - $1,470.64, Sewer Fund - $28,921.26, NYS Home Program - $28,441.88, Community Development - $1,181.97, Capital Projects - $40,010.33, Escrow - $3,933.00, UDAG Fund - $5,540.00. Trustee Lawrence seconded the motion and it was carried. 
Public Participation

Jimmy Simmons presented the Board with a petition to have a speed limit sign posted on Lincoln Street.  Mr. Simmons also requested an Autism sign be posted on Depot Street near his residence one be placed on the bottom of the hill by the corner of Averill Street and Depot Street and one be placed by the corner of Pooler Street and Depot Street.  Trustee Newvine made a motion to authorize the Department of Public Works to post the speed limit sign on Lincoln Street and to order the two Autism signs and post them on Depot Street.  Trustee Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee Newvine made a motion to go into Executive Session regarding contractual/legal matters at 8:10 pm.  Trustee Washburn seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee Washburn made a motion to reconvene the regular Board Meeting at 9:10p.m.  Trustee Lawrence seconded the motion and it was carried.

Mayor McDougall announced the following motions made in Executive Session.

There was a discussion under legal counsel with Village Attorney, Henry Leader regarding the Hospital approaching the Board and the DPW regarding some needs that the Village may be able to do for them and a MOU can be entered into for exchange and/or in-kind services.  Trustee Washburn made a motion to authorize Michael Moroz, DPW Superintendent, to determine the scope of work and the cost associated with it.  Trustee Newvine seconded the motion and it was carried.

Trustee Newvine made a motion pending approval with the Teamsters Union for the DPW Superintendent, Mayor and Teamsters Representative to meet twice a year until the end of the Teamsters agreement to determine the date for the hours to be changed from an 8 hour work day to a 10 hour work day in the Spring and from a 10 hour work day to an 8 hour work day in the Fall.  Trustee Lawrence seconded the motion and it was carried.
